In year 5, our focus for the Autumn half-term we be looking at the Victorina era. We will be investigating and answering 
questions such as; how did it feel to work in the coal mines of Wales? How has the coal mining industry changed over the years 
and does it have a future? We will be finding out about the coal industry and its impact on the towns and valleys of Wales. 
We will also be investigating what life would have been like as a Victorian, both as an adult and as a child and comparing their 
lives to now. During this topic we will also be looking at alternative events that happened alongside the Victorian era 
elsewhere, and how the Victorian era may have impacted the world. 

• Language, Literacy and Communication: Developing cursive handwriting, empathetic writing, developing balanced 
arguments, learning and applying figurative language. 

• Mathematics and Numeracy: Place value, addition, subtraction, multiplication and division problems in context, 
decimal place value, linking to units of measurement.  

• Humanities: Interpreting geographical sources; chronology and timelines; primary and secondary sources; role of men, 
women and children; poverty; reform.  

• Expressive Arts: This project teaches children about art and design by focusing on the designer William Morris. They 
explore different ways to present and interpret the artistic elements.  

• Health and Well Being: Cooking and exploring healthy choices. Well-being games and activities. Physical sports and 
short games. CCFC workshop. Growing up and changes (RSE).
