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The workshop started with ice breakers where students introduced themselves, sharing something they enjoy doing. The class then worked through some energiser and teambuilders. This helped inform our working agreement, created by the group. Our issues exploration workshop focused on global issues through an activity called ‘Welcome to the Jungle’ . The activity had students put themselves in the position of communities that are living in a rural village in the Ecuadorian rainforest. Through scenarios we explored different global issues where students had to make difficult choices people make every day, and we set up debates around these i.e. use money put together by the community to either pay for one young girls to go to hospital or to repair the school roof so all children are able to go back to school. After this activity the group reflected on how challenging these decisions were and how we take for granted resources such as water. The students then worked together on how they could raise awareness and money to support our global communities.
Ideas included:
· ‘Be Fair for Their Care’: this group want to put on a 5km run called ‘Run for a Bun’. Participants will be expected to collect sponsorships, and participants will be given a cake at the end of the run as their incentive to make it to the end! Cakes will also be sold to those watching to raise extra money.
· Mini Fair: this group want to have stalls in the hall selling sweets, cakes, crafts, a raffle and 3D printing. 
· ‘Awareness for Fairness’: this group focused on water. The plan is to hold a water walk, with all participants carrying water bottles around the yard. They also plan to create an iMovie on the issue. 
· Another water walk idea included a silent protest. While walking they will carry their daily water supply in a back pack and carry banners and posters that focus on the inequality of water. They also thought about having a cake sale, non-uniform day and sponsored silence.  
Next Steps with WE Schools:
· Use the following campaign resources to help the students continue with their action plans, as well as some of your eco council initiatives. The Student Yearbook is perfect for helping students work through all the steps they need to make their projects happen. This will help keep the projects student led. 
· WE Walk for Water 
· WE Take Charge – focuses on the environment so will support the work you are already doing! 
· Our lessons plans would be really helpful. There are a set of lesson plans per campaign and are written by a primary school teacher to deepen knowledge on issues of focus and encourage active citizenship.
· I would encourage the year 6 class spend a little more time on their action plans and pitch them to your eco council and student voice group for them to drive through the school.  
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
