	Climate Change
Recognising the importance of taking individual responsibility and action to make the world a better place and understanding the range of alternative ways to both save and generate energy.


	· At Bryn Deri we recognize that in order to help slow down climate change sustainability needs to be part of every school and community and that we need to have flexible approaches to solving the problems posed by a wide range of social, economical and environmental issues.

· Pupils have been introduced to many concepts of sustainability in a variety of ways both in and out of the classroom.

· Year 6 annually visit Stackpole, an outdoor pursuit National Trust centre. The centre promotes learning about climate change and environmental issues through very hands on, practical activities. Pupils are encouraged to carry out small day to day activities such as turning off lights to help achieve environmental sustainability.
· Pupils’ views are well represented by the ECO committee which has made a clear impact on the school. The ECO action plan has been a key driver in ensuring the development and enhancement of ESDGC and the school was awarded their second ‘Green Flag’ award from Eco-Schools in the summer of 2012. An Environmental review is carried out by the Eco Committee each year and then areas are highlighted that need developing and an action plan is made. 
· There is a permanent Eco schools display board in the library where pupils can put forward any ideas for consideration in the suggestion box. The latest agenda and minutes are also on display as well as a copy of the School Action plan. Pupils will also find collection boxes for materials to recycle such as pens and batteries.
· The Schools website also has an icon which links you to the Eco page where visitors can find the latest action plan and other environmental information.
· The Sustainable Earth aspect of Science provides pupils with an opportunity to consider their responsibility in maintaining the planet. A variety of experiences enable pupils to develop a greater empathy for others giving children a greater global understanding and how they are part of a local and worldwide community.

	Consumption and Waste

Understanding that resources are finite and that this has implications for people’s lifestyles, industry and future generations.


	· Pupils are made aware that natural resources are finite and are encouraged to reduce, reuse and recycle at all opportunities. As a school we cut down on the use of resources wherever possible and do our best not to waste them.

· The ECO committee ensure ecological issues have a high profile encouraging everyone to play their part; hence children have a growing appreciation of the importance of sustainability as they progress through the school. 
· Pupil’s were all involved in writing the schools Eco Code which is displayed around the school.
· As a School we promote and act sustainably, The Eco-Council has set up a recycling programme. Visitors share their expertise with the children throughout the year. The School has been awarded their second Green Flag for this aspect of learning.
· The Eco committee promote and help run initatives such as ‘Switch off Fortnight’ where pupils learn about the need to reduce our use of fossil fuels and our encouraged to help save enrgy both in school and at home. 
· Sustainability is promoted throughout the school in a number of ways including, stickers around the school to remind children to turn off taps, lights etc, all of the toilets have shrort flush systems and most have push taps and computers automatically hibernate when not in use to save energy.

· The ESDGC coordinator takes a junior assembly once every 3/4 weeks which have a strong links to the themes of ESDGC such as Global warming, diversity and poverty.

	Health

Understanding the importance of a healthy lifestyle and acknowledging that basic needs must be met universally.


	·  Pupils show a positive attitude to keeping healthy and are aware of how they can maintain a healthy life style. Our pupils are becoming active in their own community to promote responsibility and safety liaising with the local community council and Counsellor. The school has been awarded Level 1 of Cardiff Healthy Schools Network. 

· Healthy eating and maintaining a healthy lifestyle are an essential part of Science, PSE and Physical Education. Children have a good knowledge of how to keep themselves healthy and fit.

· The school is compliant with WAG Appetite for Life guidelines and all stakeholders, including pupils, have been actively involved in changes such as a Welsh Fruit Snack Scheme ‘Snac Ffrwythau’, healthy lunch boxes and participation in a newly introduced and successful WAG breakfast Club Scheme. These changes have been received positively and there has been a significant improvement in pupil uptake of healthy snacks and lunches since September 2012.

· Pupils’ understanding of food production and healthy eating is promoted by the popular Gardening Club and through Clwb Iechyd Da for Y1,2&4 pupils

· Pupils knowledge and skills in keeping safe and living a healthy life style are further developed through regular involvement of the school police liaison officer (PC Julia) to deliver lessons as well as calling on the expertise of the school nurse. Issues such as stranger danger, substance misuse, internet safety etc are among the areas covered. Pupils are involved in using the internet responsibly and pupils sign to demonstrate their agreement to follow the Internet Safety Policy
· Yr 6 pupils undertake a concentrated programme of swimming for 2 weeks every year. All children make good progress. 
· Most pupils walk or cycle to school. We are a Bike It School and initiatives have been followed to promote cycling. 

· Year 6 pupils demonstrate good knowledge and skills in how to live a healthy life style through outdoor exercise and adventurous activities in addition to ecological activities during their annual residential at Stackpole Outdoor Education Centre in west Wales. 
· The school has formed partnerships with local sporting organisations ( eg Radyr Lawn Tennis, Superstars Wales, Academy coaches from Glamorgan Cricket Club) enabling pupils to participate in taster sessions and further develop their talents.

	Identity and Culture

Understanding, respecting and valuing human diversity- cultural, social and economic and recognising the negative impact of discrimination and prejudice on individuals and groups.


	· The world we live in is wonderfully diverse in nature and as such diversity of religions, customs and cultures should be explored and celebrated.

· At Bryn Deri all pupils have opportunities to study a contrasting locality somewhere in the world. As part of their study they will look at food, customs, religions and celebrations that might take place. This may include investigating and discussing traditional music and dancing, ceremonies, popular cooking dishes, story telling, art and craft and children’s games.

· Pupils feel safe and there are very few confirmed incidents of bullying evident or reported. There are anti bullying initiatives throughout the year, such as taking part in anti bullying week (organised by the school council, SWAT.) Pupils are regularly reminded of what to do if they are bullied or see bullying in for example lessons, circle time and assembly times.
· SWAT has an impact on school life particularly in raising awareness and understanding of race equality and anti bullying initiatives such as ‘Show racism the red card’.
· The SWAT have been responsible for raising funds for and purchasing playground equipment and a range of charitable initiatives such as Christian Aid, Oxfam, Bobath Children’s Therapy, MacMillan Cancer and the Romanian Shoebox Appeal.
· Participation in activities in the wider community impacts on self-esteem and pupils understanding of their roles and responsibilities as local and global citizens. A wide range of opportunities are provided and the school works closely with the Radyr and Morganstown Community Council. Pupils participate in the annual Lighting of the Christmas Tree, Remembrance Sunday Ceremony and May Day festival. The school is actively involved in the twinning of Radyr and Morganstown by hosting pupils and adults from St Philbert in France. This is a tradition which has been established for 25 years. Children write to their pen friends in France and have the opportunity to host and visit in Years 5 and 6. The curriculum provides opportunities for pupil participation in these events through French and Welsh studies, literacy, drama, dance art and music. 
· Spiritual development is promoted through liaison and assemblies led by local clergy members and visits to the local Church as part of RE. Clergy from different denominations regularly lead Collective Worship.
· Our community links are used effectively to enhance the range of learning experiences available throughout the curriculum. Partnerships have been formed with the Royal Welsh College of Music and Drama, Radyr Lawn Tennis, The National Dance Company of Wales and India Dance Wales. Such events have enhanced pupils learning in music, drama, dance, physical development and understanding of cultural diversity. The school has a close partnership with GE Healthcare which provides pupils with opportunities to enhance scientific skills and a greater understanding of the world of work. 
· The school is registered with the British Council and is actively involved in developing further links with schools to develop the international dimension for pupils
· The school provides opportunities such as One World Week and European Language Day  which further enhance the learning opportunities for pupils to learn other cultures and languages around the world (India Dance Wales, Chinese Education Workshops, Samba band after school workshop)

· The school provides opportunities for pupils to take an active part in fund raising for charities such as Oxfam, Christian Aid, Shoe boxes for Romania. Each charity provides a learning opportunity to explore life in other parts of the world and enabling pupils to recognise the importance of a taking responsibility as a global citizen to make the world a better place.

	Wealth and Poverty

Understanding how people, the environment and economy are inextricably linked at all levels from local to global.


	· At Bryn Deri pupils are given opportunities to work with and study many charities. Children can learn about and investigate problems of low paid work done by children and how the United Nations, Rights of a child is in place to try to stop this. They also learn about how everyone has the right to their basic needs such as food, clean water and education but yet many adults and children live with out these.
· Charites
· Pupils are prepared for the outside world of work by undertaking economic and industrial understanding and entrepreneurial opportunities. These are an integral part of their learning. Such activities includes visits from arrange of people who work within the school and around the community.  Year six pupils take part in role play activities with local magistrates in which they develop their understanding of how decisions are made in society and the reasons behind these decisions.  Year 5 pupils liaise with Careers Wales and local business and banking representatives during their Enterprise week.
· Economic and industrial understanding projects such as the Enterprise in Year 5, provide learners with greater autonomy in their learning and are they able to work in collaboration to produce items of their own choice which they sell at the Christmas Fayre.
·  Pupils engage in learning in a wider, cross curricular and more meaningful way through activities such as the classroom café in Year1, Pizza making, supermarket study at Asda in year 4, Garden Centre and Year 2 grow and sell plants in their garden centre.

	Choices and Decisions

Undersatanding that choices and decisions have consequences and that conflicts are a barrier to development and a risk to us all and why there is a need for their resolution and the promotion of harmony.
	· Pupils are given opportunities to learn that fairness and justice is for all so that there is less likely to be conflict in the world and that the responsibility lies with us all to ensure that this is the case both locally and globally. Simple decision we make can affect the lives of others pupils are made aware of this
·  Pupils demonstrate high levels of care and respect for the well being of others in and outside school. Children themselves decide upon the school and classroom rules. The School Playground Rules are displayed in the main playground. Older pupils assist younger pupils and pupils assist each other to ensure that anybody at the buddy stop has a friend to play with 
· The Year 5 residential trip to Brecon and Year 6 at Stackpole enable pupils to develop greater personal responsibility, self confidence, team work, caring for others and communication, as well as life skills including: planning ahead, making breakfast, washing up, keeping the bedroom tidy and showing respect for property and environment.
· Each year pupils are actively involved in fair-trade week, usually including an assembly and class activities. Fair-trade products are used through out the school where possible and year 6 has a Geography Fair trade topic.

	Natural Environment
Developing respect for all living things and acknowledging the relationship between people and the environment.


	· This concept involves us recognizing that we need to take responsibility for safe guarding the natural environment and preserving it for future generation to enjoy.
· The Curriculum provides opportunities for pupils at Foundation Phase to begin to study how environmental issues impact their local area and it is evident that children have a respect for living things and the environment.

· KS2 pupils are given a range of opportunities across the curriculum to recognise people have positive and negative impacts on their environment and the wider world (Yr3- Jeremiah’s house, Kenya, Yr4- Climate change, Yr 5-Cardiff Bay- sustainability, Yr 6- Fairtrade- Ghana. There are strong links to ESDGC and pupils recognise the importance of taking responsibility to make the world a better place.

· Extracurricular activities such as gardening club actively promote sustainability and the link between people and the environment.

· Bryn Deri has a pond area and wildlife area (which is left undisturbed) which pupils helped to create that is used to create a habitat for wildlife within the school grounds. This provided an excellent opportunity for children to study their local environment, for example Year 1 will be taking part in the ‘Big Spawn Count’  which is run by ‘Pond Conservation’
