This year the Eco Committee have concentrated on the Eco School element of Global Citizenship. We have had assemblies and workshops from charities such as Water Aid and WE movement. A WE school coordinator will also be bringing in samples of Rafiki bracelets which can be ordered for £8. These are made by women in Kenya and the fair price they receive for them allows them to support their families and community to develop and improve in the way that works best for them. Each bracelet comes with a unique code so you can track the impact your purchase has made.
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We will also have a visit from the Director of Education on this day to meet staff, talk to pupils and have a guided tour of the school to see all the wonderful work your children have produced
Other News
The Eco Committee have been in contact with the Radyr and Morganstown Council recently to see if we can get more involved with local projects.

One project which they are keen for us to get involved with is the future development of Pentwyn Park area. The council are hoping to develop the wooded area there which will encourage more wildlife and hopefully help with the large puddles that occur across the path.
